You will pick a person from an assigned category (Ex: politician, educator, athlete, etc.) to research. Using the attached research form, you will collect information about your chosen person’s life, achievements and contributions. Remember, you are gathering the information from books and the computer, but the writing should be in your own words. You will share your information with the rest of the class, so please make sure you write in complete sentences that you are able to read by yourself.  
After you have completed your research, you will cut and glue the research form to the back of the stamp. Then, you will decorate the front of the stamp to represent the person you researched. There are a few examples of real stamps at the top of this page, but you can also search for pictures on the Internet to use as inspiration. You can design your stamp however you choose (a portrait of your person, symbols representing your person’s accomplishments, etc.). You can also use a variety of materials to design your stamp (computer pictures, markers, colored pencils, stickers, etc). Take your time because you want your stamp to reflect the incredible person you researched!
